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Monthly Performance Commentary

Contributors to relative performance included Mainland China holding, CHINA LONGYUAN POWER GROUP-H (Utilities) with a total effect of
0.98%. Additionally, Mainland China security, WEICHAI POWER CO LTD-H (Industrials) was in the top two contributors with a total effect of 0.97%.

Detractors included Indian security, BANDHAN BANK LTD (Financials) with a total effect of -0.65%, and Mainland China holding XINYI SOLAR
HOLDINGS LTD (Information Technology) with a total effect of -0.42%.

During this period, positions were initiated in KLABIN SA - UNIT, CHINA OVERSEAS LAND & INVEST, B2W CIA DIGITAL, and CHINA JINMAO
HOLDINGS GROUP whilst positions were closed in BANCO DO BRASIL S.A.

Sector and country allocation effects are residual to stock selection. At the country level, effects were positive, given an underweight exposure to
Brazil. At the sector level, effects were positive, given an overweight exposure to Industrials.
