Monthly Performance Commentary

Contributors to relative performance included TCS GROUP HOLDING (Financials) with a total effect of 0.81%. Additionally, MAGNIT PJSC
(Consumer Staples) was in the top two contributors with a total effect of 0.43%.

Detractors included LSR GROUP PJSC-GDR REGS (Real Estate) with a total effect of -0.39% and LUKOIL PJSC (Energy) with a total effect of -
0.29%.

During this period, positions were initiated in GAZPROM NEFT PJSC.

Sector allocation effects are residual to stock selection. At the sector level, effects were positive, given an underweight exposure to Consumer
Staples.
